WHAT ARE THE KEY RISKS OF THIS INVESTMENT?

The value of the ILP Sub-Fund may rise or fall. These risk factors may cause you to lose
some or all of your investment:

e You are exposed to Market risk.
o Prices of the securities owned by the Underlying Fund may rise or fall in response to
changes in economic conditions, political conditions, interest rates and market sentiment.
These may cause the price of units of the ILP Sub-Fund to go up or down.
¢ You are exposed to Emerging Markets Risk

o The Underlying Fund may invest in Emerging Markets which tend to be more volatile
than mature markets and its value could move sharply up or down. In some circumstances,
the underlying investments may become less liquid which may constrain the Investment
Managers’ ability to realise some or all of the portfolio. The registration and settlement
arrangements in Emerging Markets may be less developed than in more mature markets
so the operational risks of investing are higher. Political risks and adverse economic
circumstances are more likely to arise.

e You are exposed to Frontier Markets Risk
o The Underlying Fund may also invest in Frontier Markets which involves similar risks,
